Hello Perspective Teachers, 
 
First, we’d like to thank you for offering to teach at First Class Kitsap County (F.C.K.C.).  This co-op couldn’t 
be what it is without people like you.  Thank you for giving to our children in a mighty way. 
 
We want to share some important information with you before you decide to teach at F.C.K.C.: 
 

First Class Homeschool Ministries National: Our Purpose 
 
First Class Homeschool Ministries (F.C.H.M.) National exists to connect homeschooling families through 
a network of independent Christian homeschool cooperatives. We are also a resource center where mem-
bers can find practical and spiritual information to assist them in their commitment to homeschooling.   
 
First Class is designed to operate as a ministry of the local church. Our primary goal is this: To see children 
and families come to a saving trust in Jesus Christ. 
 
First Class Kitsap County Local: Our Mission and Goal 
 
We intend to bring together homeschooling families to support each other in their calling of teaching 
their children at home. Our goal is to provide a Christian educational experience in small group settings, 
working in a cooperative manner, with parents fulfilling many different roles with in the co-op. We are 
here to support each other, and help instill a lifetime love of learning in each other’s children.  
 
Can anyone teach at First Class Kitsap County? 
 
Because First Class operates as an outreach ministry, anyone may attend, but only those who sign the 
FCHM Statement of Faith may teach.  When dealing with issues that differ between denominations, stu-
dents will be directed back to their parents for answers.  (Examples would be details of baptism, speaking 
in tongues, etc.).  
 
Do you offer incentives or discounts to teachers? 
 
Yes. The main incentive to teachers is that they are able to register their children first, sort of a “go to the 
head of the line” pass. We are able to keep costs affordable largely because we do not pay parent teachers, 
they are volunteers.   

 
In the Tips on filling out Prospective Teacher/Class Application section of this packet, you will find a description 
on how to fill out the Prospective Teacher/Class Application.  If at any time you have questions, please feel free 
to contact  us (contact information is to follow) at any time. 
 
The last two pages of this packet is where you will find the Prospective Teacher/Class Application.  This is the 2 
page document you will need to fill out and turn in to us on or before the due date (March 18) in order for 
your prospective class to be taught at First Class Kitsap County during the upcoming school year (September 9, 
2010 to May 12,  2011).   
 



 
 
Each adult involved with the co-op (teaching or not) will be required to have a background check.   This will be 
completed on registration day.  This form is collected on Registration Day. 
 
All classes will be reviewed and approved by the F.C.K.C. Class Leadership Team.  Our goal is to have a variety of 
classes for all ages of children. If there is an overwhelming amount of prospective class applications turned in for 
a certain age group or subject, there may be a chance that your class application will not be approved this year.  
Or we may contact you to see if you would be willing to adjust your age group to accommodate the co-ops 
needs.  Please do not take it personally if your class is not accepted this year. We need to make sure there is a 
good balance of class choices for all families that attend F.C.K.C.   
 
Payment for material fees will be given in a reimbursement format.  Receipts must be turned in for materials 
you wish to be reimbursed for.  Remember to submit both receipts and reimbursement form (found at FCKC 
website) at the same time.  Please  remember to keep material cost with-in your material fee budget.  Receipts 
will be accepted for the current session only. 
 
You will be notified in early April if your class is approved.  At that time, additional information will be pro-
vided to you regarding your teaching position.

Tips on filling out Perspective Teacher/Class Applications 
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1. Top light gray shaded section:  This is where you will fill out your personal information so we can have it on 
file for record purposes.  

2. Helpers or Assistants:  In this area you can request a certain person to be your helper/T.A.. Perhaps you de-
cide to co-teach a class with a friend and you want to make sure she is placed in your room as a Teaching 
Assistant.  Please put their information in this section so we can plan accordingly.  Each class will have at 
least 1 helper. Depending on the subject being taught, you may need an extra hand. If this is the case, please 
indicate. 

3. The next section is where you fill out all the information about your class.  Please be specific with the de-
scription, as what you write will be the information that is placed in the class catalog.   In this section you 
will also let us know if you have any special requests in order to teach your class.  Here are some helpful 
hints: 

 
Class Description: Make this lively and appealing.  

• Putting quality into your description helps parents when deciding whether a class will fit their child’s 
needs.  
• Refer to last semester’s class descriptions for examples.  
• Make sure class description adequately informs parents of your intended scope and sequence, particu-
larly if there are any items that might raise questions.  

 

Grades: The grades should be in a narrow range using the following suggestions...  
• K-1 (ages 5-7), 2-3 (ages 7-9), 4-6 (ages 9-12), 6-8 (ages 11-14), 9-12 (ages 14-18).  
• You may narrow even further or group differently if your class content dictates (such as grades 1-2).  

 

Minimum Number of Students:  
• Please pray about this. We believe the Lord brings just the right number of students to every class, but 
we also understand that you need to have a certain number of students for a quality class.  

 

Maximum Number of Students:  
• Because we want to focus on building relationships, please prayerfully consider the appropriate number 
of students the Lord is calling you to teach.  
• The maximum allowed in a classroom is 15 students, unless you have prior teaching experience with 
this type of class, then the maximum will be 20 students, which requires approval.  

 

Material Fees:   
• Please use the highest integrity when you decide on the cost of the material fees.  
• You are accountable to the families you serve, so please give an explanation for all material fees.  

 
Student supplies needed for class:  

• Please indicate whether you will purchase the materials or if you expect parents to do so, and list what 
items need to be brought to class each co-op day (ex: colored pencils, pencils, sharpener, glue stick, 
binder, etc.). If materials need to be ordered by parents, please indicate the following:  

• Sources for ordering materials with addresses and/or phone numbers.  
• Title of resource with edition number and author, if appropriate. (ISBN numbers prove to be the 

easiest way to order books.)  
• Cost of materials.  

 



Homework: 
• Circle the appropriate amount of hours of homework you estimate your students will be spending 
on homework if they sign up for this class.  If you circle none, please do not add homework to your 
class later in the year. It is best to circle 1 hr./wk and end up not sending any home, rather than adding 
an additional requirement after children are enrolled in your class. Sometimes parents choose classes 
based on the amount of additional homework expected. 

 
Prerequisite:   

• Do your students need to know how to write, or read independently?  How about having a certain 
learning skill, such as adding, follow directions,  etc.  Or perhaps they have needed to take a previous 
course in order to take the one you are offering this year.  This area is designed to share these require-
ments with parents before they register for this class. 

 
Blocks: 

• Here is where you choose which block you would like to teach your class.  We will do our best to 
accommodate these requests, but we’d really appreciate having the flexibility to put your class where 
we see a need. You can help us with this by circling YES after the Any category.    

 
Additional Information/Requests 

• Please let us know any additional information about your class that may not have been covered in 
the above questions.  This area is also the place to request certain equipment for your class.  We will 
have vcr/dvd’s available throughout the year in case you decide you need one at any point in the year, 
but if your class is dependent on having a vcr/dvd player all year, we must know that ahead of time.  
Attach a separate sheet of paper if necessary.
