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      What is First Class Kitsap County Thursday School?  
 
Thursday School Co -op is a wonderful, one -day per week 

homeschool cooperative that is part of our ministry (First Class 

Homeschool Ministries). We meet for a whole school year (Sept. -

May), and have two semesters. This format assists parents as a true 

compliment to their own homeschooling.  We offer both enrichment 

and academic classes.  The academic classes can replace what 

you are currently using at home with homework as a requirement for 

these types of classes.  Enrichment is just that, enriching your childõs education with fun, 

hands on classes.  
 

First Semester begins in early September and ends the 2nd Thursday in December: 

Enough time to practice for our Christmas Program.  Second Semester begins in January 

and runs until mid May.  Exception:  Some high school classes will meet outside our regu-

lar co -op days. Please see class description for more details on the class meeting exten-

sions. 
 

Our co -op year is 30 weeks, depending on the calendar year and holidays. We offer four 

blocks of classes, and students grades k -12 may choose up to four classes to take each 

Thursday.  You decide how many blocks you would like to register for (one, two, etc.; it is 

all up to you).  We do offer a couple pre -school classes as well.  
 

Thursday Co -op begins at 9:00 am, with our dynamic chapel time following at 11:10. Af-

ter Chapel, we will have a 30 min. lunch hour.  Thursday School classes are 60 minutes 

long, finishing our day at 2:20 pm (exception: we have a couple classes that end at 2:50 

pm).  
 

If you are currently homeschooling, then you have discovered something wonderful 

about your calling: You are a teacher! Thursday Co -op is a great opportunity for you to 

bless your children and other children by doing just that. Once each year in the spring 

you will have the chance to sign up to teach a subject that interests you.   
 

While parents who enroll their children are not required to teach, we are dependent on 

their willingness to do so in order to offer a variety of classes for students. We ask all 

teachers or prospective teachers to sign a Christian, non -denominational Statement of 

Faith when they submit their class idea for review.

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General Policies & Information  

 

No ôDrop Offõ Rule / Parent Participation: Since Thursday School is organized as a cooperative ef-

fort by the parents, it is necessary to enforce the no ôdrop offõ rule.  Thursday School is not a Drop 

Off situation ñmeaning that every child enrolled must have a ôparticipating parentõ who is at 

Thursday School the entire time that the child is there.   Once at co -op, you are not allowed to 

leave to run errands, etc.  If the participating parent does not follow this rule, the Leadership 

Team will contact the parent by phone or by letter one time.  If that parent offends again, their 

familyõs participation at Thursday School may be jeopardized.    

 

Guardianship: In specific cases, when parents may not be able to participate with their child 

during Thursday School hours, it is possible to be approved for guardianship, giving the child the 

opportunity to attend with a guardian.  To qualify for guardianship, there must be extenuating 

family circumstances, which must be approved by the Leadership Team.  To enroll in this pro-

gram, the parent or guardian must submit a ôrequest for guardianship form.õ  Upon approval, 

the parent submits the Thursday School registration form and pays the necessary fees.   

 

Guests/Visitors: Unregistered children may NOT attend Thursday School classes. 

However, occasional visitors are allowed. Please contact Thursday School Lead-

ership prior to the visit. For security reasons your guests must sign the Guest Log 

Book, located near the family folders, wear a Guest nametag, and stay with the 

registered family as much as is reasonable.  Please be sure your guest returns 

their name tag and logs out of the Guest Log book.  

 

Nametags: Nametags are stored in your family folder. Adults and children should wear their 

nametags every Thursday where all can see (not bottom of shirt, backpack or other low visible 

location). Please return nametags to your family folder after your last block, please DO NOT take 

home. The fee for a lost or intentionally damaged nametag is $2.00. Broken tags or clips can be 

replaced at no cost. Ask a leader if you need one replaced.  

 

Absenteeism:  Please try not to miss Thursday School unless you or one of your children is ill. In the 

event of a family member being ill, "well" children may come with another adult who is responsi-

ble for them as a "temporary guardian". As soon as you are aware that you will not be able to 

attend, please call our staffing coordinators, Roberta Nees at (360) 373 -2046/  

rlnees@comcast.com  or Tina Joyce at 360 -598-3948/ joycetm@quixnet.net.  

 

Wellness Policy:  Please Respect other students at First Class by NOT bringing a child to school 

who is exhibiting signs of possible illness. Some of these symptoms are:  

 

1. Fever (100 or higher)  

2. Productive cough with fever/sore throat  

3. Green or discolored discharge from nose or eyes  

4. Rash 

5. Vomiting and/or diarrhea  

6. Head lice!!

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General Policies & Information (cont.)  

 

Lost and Found:  There is a plastic bin located in the Parentõs Room for lost and found items. 

Please try to keep track of your childõs belongings and mark with a name if need be. 

 

Snack: Please do not bring snacks with peanuts, nuts, or seeds; some children attending are 

highly allergic!!  Teachers class rosters let them know if your child has an allergy, but it is also wise 

to talk to each of your childõs teachers personally about any allergies.  You are welcome to send 

a snack with your child to eat during breaks, if they need the extra boost!  

 

Lunch Time:  (11:45-12:15)  If you are able to join us for lunch time, we would love to have you 

with us.  We do ask that parents take responsibility for cleaning up after their 

own children, as well as watching over your children during this time.   

 

On nice days, children are welcome to play outdoors. We will have outside 

play equipment available, or you may bring something from home, please 

make sure all is picked up when the 3rd block bell sounds.  Adult supervision is 

required . 

 

As with snack, please do not bring items to eat that contain peanuts, nuts, or 

seeds (this will be implemented if we have need for it).  And NO red juice.  

 

During Lunch Time we have birthday acknowledgements for the month.  

 

Chapel:  All participates are strongly encouraged to attend morning chapel. Please keep your 

children with you at all times. We will have praise and worship, have short devotional, hear im-

portant announcements, say the pledge, and say a prayer to bless our school day.  

Chapel time runs from 11:10 am ð 11:40 am.  We also make important announce-

ments at this time.  

 

Snow/ice Days:  In the event of snow/ice, classes MAY be canceled for the day. 

Please listen to local news via radio, television or websites. If Central Kitsap School 

District is closed or delayed, co -op classes will be cancelled. Cancellations will be posted at, 

www.firstclasskitsap.org  , and our yahoo group by 7:30 a.m. Also check CKSD website @ http://

www.cksd.wednet.edu/  .  Classes that prefer a makeup day will makeup that day after our last 

day of co -op in May.  

 

Parentõs Corner:  This is a place where parents can visit during their free Block time. Coffee will be 

provided (donations are accepted).  Join other parents during this wonderful time of fellowship, 

and encouragement to talk about anything from curriculum choices, to needing prayer, to life!

Stewardship of our building.  Please pick up after yourself; and others if needed.  Respect the 

staff and property of the church WALKING QUIETLY in the halls at all times.  Do NOT touch Stage

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Parent Expectations and Responsibilities  

Parent Expectations  

 

In order to function as a cooperative, First Class expects parents to:  

 

¶ Respect the other members of the co -op, leaders, and church  staff and visitors.  

¶ Read all material given to them. Written material, electronic and printed, is the 

primary method of communication for our co -op.  

¶ Check Family Files, web site , emails, & Yahoo group weekly.  This is an important 

means of communication, not only from the leaders of FCKC, but also from your 

childrenõs teachers, and other members. 

¶ Adhere to the plans of action and policies that are in place, so that our co -op 

may flow smoothly, with harmony between its members and our host church.  

¶ Come prepared to help where needed. òMany hands make light work.ó 

¶ Review with your children their expected responsibilities during co -op.  

¶ Provide your children with the needed supplies for co -op day.  

¶ Agree to the No òDrop Offó Rule found on page 4. 
 

Parent Responsibilities  
 

Participation:  If not teaching a class, every participating parent will be asked to help where 

needed. On the Registration Form there is a space where parents can write their job preference. 

The Thursday School Team will give those who attend registration a choice  of certain jobs; how-

ever, ultimately the team needs to look at the whole co -opõs needs and place parents accord-

ingly. Each participating parent will be assigned a position at Thursday School. If the parent is not 

a coordinator or teacher, then he/ she will be assigned to be a teacherõs assistant either in a 

classroom or wherever is deemed necessary by the Teacher/TA Staffing Coordinator.  

 

In case of parent absences:  Please notify the Teacher/TA Staffing Coordinator if you are going 

to be absent. If you are the teacher, please provide your assistant the needed materials to 

teach the class prior to co -op day, the morning of, or have an activity/lesson plan on file at co -

op in case of emergencies.  
 

If you are not a teacher, it is still important for us to know that you wonõt be attending that day 

and inform of us who will be your replacement. If you canõt find a replacement, please let us 

know as soon as possible so that we can find someone to cover for you. Some co -op days there 

may not be an opportunity for everyone to have a block off, if staffing is low.  
 

Background Check: It is church policy for everyone working with children to have a background 

check. This is a routine procedure and involves your filling out a form at registration. You will not 

be allowed to participate in Thursday School without this background check. Both parents MUST 

complete a background check and provide photo id.  There is no cost to you for this back-

ground Check.  
 

During your free block:   You may visit your childõs classroom, connect with other parents in the 

parents room, or avail yourself of study hall time!   You may not leave the building to run errands 

during this time.  Please Note: You may be asked to help in a classroom if there is a need.

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Student Expectations  

 

Student Expectations  

 

First Class expects our students to:  

 

¶ Treat adults & fellow students courteously and respectfully at all times.  

¶ Respect the staff of our host church by WALKING QUIETLY  and SPEAKING QUIETLY in the halls 

and outside at all times.  Warnings will be issued for the first and second offences, and then 

parents will be notified of their childrenõs inability to walk quietly. 

¶ Respect the property of host church. Do NOT touch/play with equipment on stage..  

¶ Come to class prepared to learn, participate, have needed supplies and have any assigned 

work completed.  

¶ No cell phone, mp3/i -pod or Kindle use during classes, unless it is sanctioned by the teacher.  

 
Classroom Discipline Policy  

 

We are a Christian co -op and believe it honors God when our students are respectful of adults 

and their fellow students. Teachers will explain class rules to the students, so that they understand 

what is expected of them during Thursday School. If a student is disruptive, the following process 

will take place:  

 

1. First offense - the student receives a clear warning from the teacher or other 

adult.  

2. Second offense - the student is removed from the class and the studentõs par-

ents will be located and informed of the nature of the disruptive behavior.  

3.Third offense - the student and parent will meet with the a leader to see if the 

student desires to remain a part of Thursday School.  

4. If the student continues to have discipline issues, the parent will be asked to 

remove the student for the remainder of the term, without a refund of Thurs-

day School fees.  (we have never had to do this!)

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Jobs at Thursday School  

 

This Co -op depends on each memberõs active participation. Whether this is teaching, assisting, 

acting as hall monitor, hanging signs, making coffee, being a floater or helping in the nursery; 

there is something for everyone. God has given us all gifts and we ask that you consider this 

when signing up on registration day and choosing jobs.  

 
Teacher Assistants  

Is a parent that helps in a class assisting the teacher and taking attendance. For accountability 

sake, we have at least one other adult in the classrooms besides the teacher. In some classes 

this assistant is there for this purpose only, but others will have a more active role. We encourage 

the teachers to communicate with their assistants what will be most helpful for their class situa-

tion. In case of absences, teachers will call on their assistants to fill in for them.  

 
Hall Monitors  

Parents that walk the halls assisting parents and children who are lost and/or who 

are needing to use the restroom. Safety is a top priority to us. Our hall monitors play 

a key role in safety, ensuring that everyone in the halls at Thursday School is ac-

counted for.  

 
Other jobs include, but are not limited to:  

At Registration Day you will choose your yearly job from the job board.   

 

As you can see there are MANY jobs to do for the co -op.  Our goal is to give all parents one 

block off.  This is not only to give everyone a break, but also to give everyone a chance to meet 

and connect with other homeschooling parents.

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Thursday School Money Matters  
 

#1: National Fee : $25  annual co -op family membership fee payable to First Class Homeschool 

Ministries National office. To participate in First Class Thursday School, your family needs to have 

current membership with FCHM. www.fchm.org. Please take care of this BEFORE registration day.  
 

#2:  Local Fee: Next there is a $85 family registration fee ($25 co -op operations & $60 church 

blessings) due to First Class Kitsap County each year. If you are joining FCKC in January the regis-

tration fee is $55 ($15 co -op operations & $40 church blessing). Registration fee allows you ac-

cess to field trips, events, newsletter,  & other perks of membership.  This also goes toward the 

general operation of First Class Kitsap County, including mailing costs,  printing, supplies and our 

faithful support of First Class Homeschool Ministries.  The church blessing is money set aside par-

ticularly to bless our church facility & help cover utility costs, etc. that are incurred by our use of 

the building.  We are so thankful to them for letting us meet here 5+ hours a week and also for 

special events; this amounts to $7.50/month per family.  
 

#3:  Tuition: $3.00 per block, per semester. This money goes toward the general operation of 

Thursday School including supplies &  scholarships.   
 

#4:  Class Material Fee: Fees vary, as class supply lists vary for each class. The class material fee 

(less the $3.00 tuition listed above) is the amount specified by the teacher to buy supplies for 

that particular class. This includes the materials they need to teach the class, as well as supplies 

for each child that they are purchasing for.  

 

NOTE: We do offer Partial Payment Options (P.P.O.). See pg 11 for details  
 

Instructor Fee : Most First Class teachers are members of the Co -op, and therefore do not charge 

a fee to teach, as we are all working cooperatively. Teachers who are brought in from outside 

the Co -op (non -members) may charge an instructor fee. Please rest assured that ALL Teachers 

are required to read, agree with and sign the Statement of Faith.  
 

Refund policy: If for some reason a family or student needs to drop out of Thursday School at any 

time, the fee refund schedule is as follows: Only the tuition fee ($3 per class) will be refunded 

through the 2nd week of the semester.  Material fees & outside Instructor fees may be forfeited 

regardless of date dropping, as supplies have likely been ordered or used. In case of unforeseen 

hardships, some exceptions will be made. The Leadership will evaluate each case individually.  
 

Class Changes:  A written request must be provided to the leadership team a week prior to the 

request of class changes (add or drop).  Material fees will NOT be refunded for the class you are 

dropping from and you will need to pay for material fees for the class you are adding. If you are 

dropping a class, and not adding one, tuition will be forfeited as well. Changes can only be 

made if there is room in the class you are wanting your child to be switched too.  Study Hall is al-

ways an option if this is the case.  No changes allowed after 3 weeks into the co -op session.  
 

Scholarships: Itõs our desire that finances not keep a family from participating in a First Class min-

istry. Because of this, scholarships are available, and are reviewed on a case by case basis by 

the leadership team.  The Scholarship application MUST be submitted  no later than  one week 

PRIOR to registration day.  To receive a scholarship application, please contact the Bookkeeper.  

By applying for a scholarship, you may be asked to do additional jobs and/or tasks to help con-

tributed manual labor instead of financially.  
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Registration Information  

Every Family attending Thursday School must register and pay for classes on Registration Day:  

Thursday May 26, 2010  Held at Faith Fellowship Church in Silverdale, WA  

The registration schedule is as follows:   

 

 Teachers teaching 2011 -2012 co -op year, register at 10:00am -11:00am.  

 Current members (families attending 2010 -2011 co -op year) register at 11:00am -12:00pm.   

 Open Registration for new families is at 12:30pm -1:30pm.   

 

At your allotted time schedule, you will choose your parent job, complete a background check 

(for both parents, remember to bring a current drivers license, military ID, or WA state issued ID, 

preferably a copy to help save time),  sign up for classes, and payment of ALL fees must be 

made by this day (exception is if you choose the P.P.O.* plan).  If you miss this registration day, or 

canõt attend that day, you are welcome to mail in your registration to the address listed on the 

registration form.  
 

You must  make payment this day (in full or 1st partial payment*) during this time period in order 

to secure your class request.  If making partial payments, 2nd payment  for 1st semester must be 

paid by Sept 1st, or class requests and 1st partial payment will be forfeited.  

Scholarships: We do offer Scholarships, but applications MUST be turned no later than one week 

prior to registration day!  Families registering after Registration Day must submit a copy of schol-

arship application along with registration forms. Registration will not be completed until scholar-

ship application is reviewed and approved by Leadership Team. Note: We can not scholarship 

outside teaching classes or church blessing.  We cannot approve on day of registration!  

If you miss this registration day, you are welcome to mail in your registration to the address listed 

on the registration forms.  Make sure family information is complete and payment is included, or 

else a delay in your registration will occur.  Class spots will be filled on a first come first serve basis.  

Please note:  to help speed the registration process on Registration Day, please fill out the forms 

prior to arriving.  All forms can me found at our website in the drop down menus: 

http://www.firstclasshomeschool.org/co -ops/us/wa/kitsap/ .  Or pick up a packet during co -op.  
 

How to Register for Thursday School  
 

1)  Fill out your registration form completely.  Make sure you write in as many choices as possible 

for each child, each hour.  We will do our best to place your child in their first choice, how-

ever if that class is full we will place him in his 2nd choice, etc...  If you do not list your alterna-

tive choices, the processing of your childõs registration will be delayed.  Or they will be 

placed in study hall.  

 

Also, if a class minimum is not met, the class may be cancelled.  Please note that the registra-

tion dates and times of each term, as well as registration deadlines are firm.   

 
Keep in mind, due to the number of teachers required, children of teachers are not guaran-

teed their first choice, but their families will be registered prior to the rest of the members.

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How to Register for Thursday School (cont.)  

 

Do not write in any of the areas that have to do with fees or totals. The Registration Team will 

calculate your totals.   We need to account for everyone at Thursday School, so remember to 

register each of your children that will be at the church on Thursdays, including those in the 
nursery.   
 

Background checks need to be completed for BOTH parents. You can download the forms 

at our website.  We will also require a copy of the driverõs license or state issued id. 

 

On Registration Day you will choose your job choice for the co -op year as well as  your pref-

erence for TA positions.  For example, if you enjoy Performing Arts, you should indicate that on 

the parent volunteer worksheet.  
 

2)  Registration Day is May 26, 2011.    Again, is the day  when payment* is required .   
 

You must have current FCHM National membership before registering, If not current, there will 

be a separate line for National memberships that you must go through first.  Only then can 

you get in the registration line.   Again, help us and you, by having these forms filed out prior 

to arriving.  
 

      ***Registration will be processed on a first come -first-served basis ñ with Thursday School 

leaders, teachers, and current member allowed to pre -register prior to Open Registration***  
 

3) Please come prepared to make payments* on Registration day: May 26, 2011 at the allotted 

time based on your membership status (see top of pg 10).
